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The NRBC returns to Tulsa’s Built Ford Tough Live-
stock Complex at Expo Square for the second year 
in a row–but the NRBC has been a backbone of the 
reining community since 1998. 
This year, the show has a brand new format, with 
the Non Pro Classic running for the first week of the 
show and the Open Classic finishing out the show 
in the second week. With an additional four days of 
competition, there is more time than ever before to 
enjoy all the NRBC has to offer.
Exhibitors and non-exhibitors alike can participate 
in a cornhole tournament, a trade show, a horseless 
sliding competition, draw parties, church services, 
and more. Of course, the main draw is always the 
spectacular reining from the industry’s most talent-
ed horses and riders. 
Best of all, this action-packed event is free to the 
public.
The schedule isn’t the only thing that’s new at the 
NRBC in 2024. This year, spectators will be intro-

duced to a new method of scoring announcements, 
a pilot program for the NRHA. Rather than announce 
the scores at the end of each run, monitors facing 
the crowd will display the scores to the audience. 
“We feel like the NRBC has always had the oppor-
tunity to be a leader in new ideas for the industry,” 
said NRBC Board President Tom McCutcheon. “We 
are always excited to try something new!”
In the Non Pro Classic–which begins Tuesday, April 
16–riders will be competing for a $50,000 first place 
prize in the Level 4, but great prizes will be awarded 
throughout. 
With a number of horses sired or foaled by former 
NRBC champions running in both the Non Pro and 
Open Classics, this year’s event is sure to be a show-
stopper. The NRBC has always aimed to be more 
than just a horse show, but a way for the reining 
community to come together and enjoy their time 
both in- and outside the arena. This year’s event will 
be no different, promising to be a good time for all.
